· Ask your child or student to create an ad for his or her favorite restaurant or food, book, etc. and use pictures and words from the newspaper to create the ad.
· Look at the used car ads for a particular make of car. Pick five and list them in order of least expensive to most expensive. Compare mileage and special features and determine which car seems like the best buy.

· Point to words in a newspaper and ask your student to think of and say another word that means the opposite.
· Encourage your students to read their Laubach readers many times to reinforce what they have learned.

Student Success Stories

Our students have been making wonderful progress and achievements, thanks to the commitment on the part of the students and our wonderful tutors.  No achievement is too small.  Some examples to report: Two students have applied for and obtained their own library cards and have begun checking out their own books!  They are very excited and proud. One of our tutors reported, “My student is a pleasure to work with; he’s always there on time and truly desires to become a better reader. He studies at home in between our weekly meetings and is making great progress.” Another tutor reports, “My student is doing really well; at either the beginning of the sessions or at the end, we read the church lessons for my student’s classes. Through my work with the student, I have been able to change the attitude of the entire family. The student and children now read together every evening! The student is encouraging the family to read because the student is learning so much. The family also took some of the Laubach readers with them on vacation this summer.” Another comment: “My student speaks highly of eventually being able to obtain her GED.” Another tutor who just completed tutoring one of our students from Italy reported that he “was a delightful student, very bright, engaged and interested. The student made excellent progress with pronunciation and understanding of nuances of English and irregularities.”  Since our last newsletter, we have been able to successfully match 14 new students, and 5 of our inactive tutors have decided to become active again.
