He graduated, but he still could not read a job application, a prescription label, or a
ballot. His story is not unusual.

o Complete employment forms

o Help their children with schoolwork

e Vote confidently and independently

This is where the Charles County Literacy Council steps in. We provide free, confidential, one-
on-one tutoring to adults who want to improve:
